Uniform/Dress Code

Personal Appearance

In the interest of overall good order and discipline, Saint Lawrence Academy students will
maintain basic standards in grooming and dress as described in this section. Students,
parents, and guardians are expected to fully cooperate with the observation of these
standards by students.

A student must be in full uniform during school hours (8:10 - 2:45). Uniforms are to bein
good condition - no holes, ripped seams, writing, patches, etc.

A uniform check will take place each day during first period class.

A student who violates standards of the Uniform/Dress code will be sent to the office. If the
violation is so severe, the student will either be sent home or will have a parent bring the
appropriate clothing to school. Any class time missed due to dress code violations will be
considered unexcused and the student will not be allowed to make up the missed work.
The student will also be issued a disciplinary referral. Numerous dress code violations may
result in a suspension.

In all cases regarding acceptabie clothing, hair, and jewelry, the judgment of the
faculty and administration is final.

Hair, Body Piercing, Jewelry and Make-Up

Hair is to be neatly trimmed at all times. Extreme hair styles, colors or hair decorations are
unacceptable. Male students may not wear their hair longer than the top of the collar nor
may it extend below the eyebrows nor cover the ears. Two- tone hair is not allowed.
Males may not wear their hair in a pony tail or clipped up in any fashion.

Body piercing decorations except for earrings worn on the ear are not allowed. Examples
include but are not limited to tongue, nose, eyebrow studs, or earring bars. No fishhooks or
fishing lines, spacers, tunnels or chains are aliowed.

Excessive or inappropriate jewelry or make-up as determined by the administration
including tattoos of any type, permanent or temporary, is not permitted. Make up and nail
polish of any kind is prohibited for males. Jewelry is limited to one necklace, one bracelet
per arm, one ring per hand, and two earrings per ear.

Sunglasses are not to be worn in the building during the school day.

Shaving

Boys are to be clean shaven at all times. Sideburns are to be kept trimmed and blocked
and are not to extend below the bottom of the ear. Any student appearing with a

moustache, goatee, or not cleanly shaven will be sent to the Main Office to shave. A
student will receive a dress code violation and be charged $1.00 for shaving equipment.
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
